     The baby pool should be done this weekend.  Carol says she can get it power washed and painted.  Griffith will blow out the bubblier. 

     Bernie said the cost of the chlorine has doubled in price, it should be delivered Monday.  Amy and Julie will talk with the fire department and see if they would be willing to fill our pool which will save time by two days.

     Carol said Blackburn donated a new pool vac and all of there supplies, a back board, two water polo nets, shepherd hooks, volleyball net, kick boards, rescue poles, and two new buoy rings.  Vicky will send a thank you for there generosity in donating to us.

     Bernie said the white truck will not start.  The fuel pump is not working.  Pat Schwab will pick it up Thursday and work on it.  Doug said the state trucks are due in June 1st but there is a 60 day wait on them.  Doug contacted Prairie Farms and they didn’t have any.

     Bernie said he had a lot of umpires signed up.

     Amy said the gator is too small, it doesn’t have enough traction, but Bernie said the new fence drag works awesome.  Amy, along with Friends of the Field is working on an alternative.

     The men’s league has started, as well as Denby leagues and Loveless is going well.

     Jerry said IPARKS has a grant out now to update some playground equipment, Denby Park could use some.

     Amy said the vandalism at Loveless is not good.  Someone used a marker and wrote on some benches and there’s a sign in front of where parents sit that has some bad language on it, by Cisco field.  Amy said Loveless Park is not being patrolled enough.  She thought between 10: PM and midnight would be a good time.  Julie and Greg will attend a city council safety committee meeting to discuss this.
